B. Abram (Chapter 12)

1. Covenant

Genesis 12:1-3 (NIV)
' The Lord had said to Abram, "Leave your country, your people and your father's household and go to
the land I will show you. 2"I will make you into a great nation and I will bless you; I will make your
name great, and you will be a blessing. *I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I
will curse; and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you."

Genesis 22:6-8 (NIV)

D. Esau & Jacob/Israel (deceiver . . . to wrestle with God)

1. Power of Blessing, Authority of Words

Genesis 27:33-37 (NIV)
33 Isaac trembled violently and said, "Who was it, then, that hunted game and brought it to me? I ate it
just before you came and I blessed him--and indeed he will be blessed!" ** When Esau heard his
father's words, he burst out with a loud and bitter cry and said to his father, "Bless me--me too, my
father!" * But he said, "Your brother came deceitfully and took your blessing." * Esau said, "Isn't he
rightly named Jacob? He has deceived me these two times: He took my birthright, and now he's taken
my blessing!" Then he asked, "Haven't you reserved any blessing for me?" * Isaac answered Esau, "I
have made him lord over you and have made all his relatives his servants, and I have sustained him
with grain and new wine. So what can I possibly do for you, my son?"

2. Joseph . . . Egypt

Genesis 45:3-5 (NIV)
3 Joseph said to his brothers, "I am Joseph! Is my father still living?" But his brothers were not able to
answer him, because they were terrified at his presence. * Then Joseph said to his brothers, "Come
close to me." When they had done so, he said, "I am your brother Joseph, the one you sold into Egypt!
